NON-DISCLOSURE AGREEMENT

The Pennsylvania System of School Assessment (PSSA), the TerraNova Test and the SUPERA Test are standardized assessments administered in School District of Philadelphia classrooms.  It is essential that these tests remain secure and used solely for the purposes of testing.  With the exception of items released by the publishers for informational purposes, all test questions (draft or final) are to be regarded as secure instruments.  As a result, test material can not be reproduced, copied down, discussed, or in any way released or distributed to unauthorized persons. Given the secure nature of these tests, information including data files generated by and from these tests, must also remain secure.
The basic Family Educational Rights Privacy Act (FERPA) states that an “educational agency may not disclose personally identifiable information within education records to third-parties without prior written consent of the parent or eligible student. This also means that a recipient of any student records cannot re-disclose information without additional prior written consent”.

The undersigned hereby agrees to be bound by the terms of this agreement restricting the disclosure of said materials.
