SENIOR PROJECT OVERVIEW
Component #1 – The Paper

· Must be word processed using 12 point Times New Roman font
· Must be a minimum of 6 pages

· Must follow the format provided

· Must include parenthetical documentation

· Must include at least five varied sources

· Must allow for application of knowledge to fieldwork

Component # 2 – Field Work

· Must be done on the student’s own time

· Must reflect at least 15 hours of independent work

· Must apply knowledge acquired during research in a concrete way

· May be represented in the form of a project or a tangible product

Component #3 – The Portfolio

· Must showcase the connection between paper and fieldwork
· Must display all steps and procedures of the Senior Project
· Must offer physical proof of a learning stretch
· Must be organized by specific categories according to the “Portfolio Requirement Checklist”
Component #4 – The Presentation
· Must occur during the scheduled Senior Boards
· Must include a 6 – 10 minute speech
· Must be presented to a panel of judges made up of faculty and community members
· Must respond to questions addressed by the judging panel
